In the process of looking for improved facilities for recreation prospects in The Woodlands, we would ask you to consider purchasing the Woodlands Athletic Club. The owner, The Woodlands Development Company, has indicated that they will be closing the WAC in approximate 2008.  They have also indicated that they will be building a new athletic facility to accommodate the residents in the new homes they are developing Creekside Village.  

The WAC offers the finest swimming and diving venues in the Houston area.  The tennis courts and the interior of the WAC are relatively new.  Minimal costs of converting to a community facility would be required. Reportedly it is currently losing money.  However, it is not marketed nor operated like a true community facility.
