Dear Tommy, Tim, Ed,
As you are aware, there has been a problem with the traffic on Maple Branch Road in The Woodlands for many years. The road serves as a connector between South Millbend and Nursery Road and as such is a major secondary outlet from The Woodlands to I-45. Prior traffic studies, if I recall correctly, show traffic volumes of well over a thousand vehicles a day and speeds of close to 90 mph. 

The road apparently was designed by the developer as a residential road.  Most of the homes on Maple Branch have direct access to the street from the driveways of their homes.  The connection between Maple Branch and Nursery may have been an after thought or something that truckers developed as a shortcut which then developed on its own. 

Last month a young boy was walking his dog on a leash on this street when a speeding car hit the dog and decapitated it. Tom Richardson, the boy’s father, has sought relief from your office and others in the law enforcement and road maintenance community.  He has been told that no relief is available. We ask you to think outside of the box in ways to solve this problem.  We are concerned a serious accident can and will occur because of this unusual road situation.  This is something that responsible government should be able to do something about.

Please examine the ways in which the traffic situation on this short stretch of road can be improved. We would like you to conduct traffic studies both as to traffic volumes and speeds so a reasonable resolution of this situation can be made.  If you have other suggestions on how to improve this situation we are eager to hear them.
