Today at 2:00 PM there was a meeting concerning the Woodlands Sound Wall (See attached list of attendees).  The discussion revolved around trying to construct the wall on the west side of Ditch 9X instead of the east side.  The east side location would be within the easement of the San Jacinto River Authority and requires their approval, which they would not provide.  There was discussion about proprietary light weight walls for the west side of Ditch 9X.  Light weight walls could make it easier to construct the above ground portion of the wall because the equipment required could be smaller.  However the foundations would be deep thereby requiring the use of large equipment.  Another large piece of required equipment would be the concrete trucks delivering the concrete for the drilled shaft foundations.  Getting these construction vehicles in and out of the construction site will still be a problem and might involve traversing the very large and deep Ditch 9X. 

As stated by the Woodlands representatives, utilities on the west side are an issue.  Even though the Woodlands Association has a 10’ easement along the back property line of the home owners, not all surrounding utilities are within this easement.  Utilities will have to be relocated in order to place a sound wall in this location.

Mr. Stan Cooper will contact Mr. Mike Shearer (Austin) and discuss proprietary light weight walls.  Mr. Miles McKinney (Woodlands) will also gather information and forward to Stan.  Stan will forward all information to Mr. Pat Henry for his decisions.
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
