11. Governance Committee Report – Pat, Deborah

· Jim Gaines presented estimates as to how taxes and fees would change will each governance option.

12. Parks & Recreation Committee Report – Bill Roberton 

· A Phase II study has been commissioned by WCA to determine what should happen to the recreation center at Bear Branch.

13. MUD Report – Jan Price

· SJRA is relocations a 12-inch water line on 1488 at 242 because the county is widening the road.
· SJRA now anticipates completing drilling the two water wells in Sterling Ridge around March 1.

· The MUD Web site is still under construction.  It is being set up for a customer to review his/her water bill and past history.  They are also working on a water conservation page to assist customers in cutting back on irrigation and general water usage.

· MUD 36 voted to contribute its share of the $50,000 requested by The Woodlands Governance Steering Committee (~$2,200).  All but 2 or 3 of the MUDs have approved and a few are awaiting results of surveys.

· Effective January 1, 2006, all elected officials of a political subdivision of Texas are required to attend training courses on the Open Meetings Act and the Public Information Act.  Newly elected have 90 days; in office have one year to comply.

· New legislation for elections: Amended Section 61.012 of the Texas Election Code requires at least one voting station per polling location that is accessible to the disabled, in addition to any other voting systems.  Paper ballots may continue to be used also. In reality, that means two machines per polling location will be needed –one for early voting and one for election day.  They are called Direct Recording Devices (DREs) and there are only four approved manufacturers of that equipment.  The cost is between $5,000 and $7,000, plus programming of $2,500 each.  The WJPA has located a source to lease a couple of DREs for its May 13th elections.  Other options would be to purchase outright 2 machines or hold joint election with another entity such as County, School, or Hospital District.

· Every member of MUD 36’s Board attended the Association of Water Board Directors Mid-Winter conference Feb. 3-4 in San Antonio.

· Population of The Woodlands is 80,695 – a 4.3% increase over last year at this time.
