Call to Order:  Bruce Cunningham

· The meeting was called to order at 7 p.m..

· Introduction of residents in audience who attended the meeting to voice  concerns about the new Wal-Mart on Sawdust Road, the Sound Wall and the status of the Village Shopping Center.

Glen Mill Sound wall Miles McKinney
· Presented an update on the Sound wall.  Miles gave a brief history of the project that began over two years ago.

· The latest plan was placement of the sound wall on the east bank of the Ditch 9x. 

· The WCA requested release of the easement from the SJRA.  The request was verbally denied by the SJRA, the WCA or the staff of the Community Associations has received no official letter.  

· All options have been exhausted.  The WCA board is considering next steps and will contact TXDOT.

· Miles also reported that there is a new pavement product made from recycled tires that has been found to reduce sound by 17 decibels.  That reduction is better than the reduction a sound wall can provide. TXDOT is using this product on a test site on I-45 near Willis.  A ten year study is needed to obtain federal funding.  Miles will continue to follow-up on this option.  Bruce will send a letter to the WCA endorsing use of the pavement on the stretch of I 45 in question near the sound wall.

Wal-Mart Miles and Bruce
· Reported they met with Kimberly Randall, the Community affairs director for the South Central region of Wal-Mart.  Their discussion included the following:

· Wal-Mart will build a super Wal-Mart on Sawdust Road. The store will be built on 34 heavily wooded acres that back up to the apartments, Dreamweaver, Whisper wind and Country Fair streets.  

· There will be a 100 ft perimeter greenbelt maintained.  Trees east of Dremweaver will be removed.  

· The store will be set on the back of the property and will be 150,000 square feet, the size of the Wal-Mart on I45and 242.  There will be 1000 parking spaces.   

· The design of the store will be similar to the one on Woodlands Parkway and will be heavy in groceries and more upscale. 

· The front of the property will have out tracks for restaurants facing Sawdust Road.  

Residents expressed the following concerns:

· Opening of Peace Rose Road

· Security, there is foot traffic in the wooded area behind Dreamweaver

· A school zone is very close to the entrance of the property

· Noise created by deliveries early in the morning.

Bruce will send a letter to the WCA expressing concerns of the residents.  A potential town hall meeting was discussed and will be requested with Wal-mart.

GMVA Shopping Center Revitalization Bruce
· The owner/managers were very excited a about the project, others he spoke to had to get back to owners. Bruce has not heard back from this group.

· Residents expressed concern about the news that the shopping center had been sold.  A meeting was being held at the Friendship Center concurrent with the GMVA meeting.  The scanty information reported was that the WAC will be demolished and apartments will be built on the site.  In addition, it was reported that Randall’s will be demolished and apartments will be built on that site. Bruce will call the Operating Company to gain more information.  (This report has proved to be false.)

· Reviewed the proposed bylaws revisions
