Woodlands Athletic Center  Claude Hunter

Claude, President of The Woodlands Recreation Committee, explained the reason the Committee voted not to consider the GMVA appeal to purchase the WAC.  There is no funding for this and the committee has not seen a demand through public surveys for an indoor pool facility. Bruce appointed several GMVA Board members to a committee to research other potential options, e.g., 24 Hour Fitness, Ballys, YMCA, etc.

WCA

MUD Report Jan Price

MUD 36 adopted the three minute policy for resident comments.

MUD 36 is lowering its debt service.  MUD 36 will be absorbing costs passed through by SJRA .residents will not be billed the extra costs for this year only..

Ground water is being pumped form the aquifers at a faster rate than aquifers are being recharged.  Water rates will likely go up in the future.
