·  The Joint Budget Committee met on the 14th and will meet again the 19th. The WCA Budget Committee will meet September 20 and 21, October 2nd and 19th. The public hearings for the WCA budget are scheduled October 25th and November 8th.
· Voted to close the following wheel friendly parks, Maple Branch, Cattail and Tallowberry. These parks were chosen because the equipment is not fixed.  The WCA will post rules and the park rangers will monitor the parks that remain open.
· Voted to phase in the Get Out the Vote recommendations in February 2007.  There will be only one voting place, the Community /Associations building in February. Additional coverage in the newspaper, magazines, etc. is planned.  In 2008, voting will take place in the same locations as other county elections.
· Approved $443,000 for a pavilion, concession stand and rest rooms at Bear Branch Park.  The expense was budgeted and no additional monies are needed.
· Requested that staff bring a proposal for sidewalks on Maple Branch to alleviate the dangers of walking on the street.   In addition, the board requested that staff research alternatives to control speeding on Maple Branch.
