a. Community News

New Business Bruce

7.  Treasurers Report   Sally

The ending balance for the month is $2348.75  Sally expressed concern regarding the balance going below $1000.00  Since the bank account type was changed, we no longer  pay for checks over the limit of three but will receive a charge any time our balance goes below $1000.00. 

The $10000 stipend from the WCA will be received within the month. However, the Farmers market requirements will leave us with a negative balance.  After a brief discussion, it was moved that the school enhancement payment be deferred until the next fiscal year.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.

8. Community Liaison report   Anne 

Anne reviewed the village liaison report with particular emphasis on the Mosquito abatement project and the Woodlands Alert project. Anne will request Lynn Aldrich to attend our June meeting to discuss mosquito abatement.  Anne reviewed the Woodlands Alert, a sophisticated method for resident notification bout emergencies and many other things. It will eventually take the place of the Woodlands Watch notification.  Residents will have to register to be included in the notification, even if they are currently in the Woodlands Watch notification pyramid.  There is a link on the woodlands associations website for residents to register. 

9.  Reports from Other Organizations

a.   WCA   George Van Horn reported that the WCA had their annual retreat Saturday.  They will be enhancing the rehabilitation program that is led by Keith Weaver.  Tom Campbell reported that the WCA agreed to extend the Agreement that allowed the development company to appoint members to the DSC.

Skeeter Hubert reported that a recent study demonstrated that The Woodland has a very low crime rate (Crime Cap Score) the average score in the country is 100, The Woodlands is 51.

He also reported that the Woodlands Recreation Center Board elected new officers; they are:

Pat discussed the Stop the Toxic Wells movement.  Tex Com Disposal and Foxborough Energy are trying to gain approval to install and operate injection wells in Montgomery County.  The wells would be used to dispose of toxic wastes under our drinking water aquifers.  The county is opposed to it and the WCA and the Woodlands Township have supported resolutions to prevent the aforementioned companies from obtaining permits for the wells.
