John reviewed the Woodlands Alert program, a program that will alert residents about crime, events, etc.  Residents can indicate how and what they want to be notified about.  The preferred method of notification is by email. The telephone messaging network for the Woodlands Watch will continue for a short period of time.  Email addresses will not be given out unless the attorney general rules that such information is subject to the open record legislation.  To register, log on to www.thewoodlandsassociations.org and click on woodlands alert link in the bottom right corner of the page.  The screens will take you through the process.

John reported that National Night Out is scheduled for October 7th. instead of August.  He will try to schedule it at the Grogan’s Mil Village Center. 

C. Lynn Aldrich discussed the Integrated Mosquito Management program.  Last year, The Community Associations along with Precinct 3 received a CDC grant for $8900 that allowed hiring additional staff and buying supplies.  Last year 567 samples form May to October ere taken.  Thirty eight samples were positive for West Nile.  West Nile was found in every village. In 2006, there were 6 cases of West Nile, four cases were neuro invasive, and two were classified as West Nile Fever.  Over 75% of cases occurred in people who did not use repellent.

In 2007, there was one case of West Nile in the Woodlands

Things to do to prevent mosquitoes

· Don’t over water

· Use dunks in culverts and other areas that retain water

· Tropical plants attract mosquitoes

· Sites that serve as good breeding places are anything that holds water, litter, tree holes, French drains, meter boxes, etc.
