E. Sawmill Park 


Bruce reported that he had been at the park Sunday at 7 p.m.  and everything was quiet.  He did see a deputy sheriff’s car in the parking lot.  The WCA Directors, George, Deborah, Tom and Skeeter asked the board about banning alcohol in the par.  This item is on the agenda of the August 13 WCA meeting.  Several people stated that they did not believe there should be alcohol in village parks.  Some thought that alcohol should be banned in all parks in the Woodlands.  There was discussion that alcohol could not be banned in one park and not all the others.  No other village has reported problems with alcohol in the park.   After discussion a motion was made and seconded that the GMVA Board recommend to the WCA Board that alcohol not be banned in the parks at the present time, with the caveat that if is a problem is reported, there be an immediate increase in park rangers and deputies in the park with the problem.  The recommendation included that there be more signs stating that pubic intoxication is illegal in both English and Spanish.  The motion carried, three board members voted against the motion..

F. Farmers Market

Dana gave an update.  We will be sponsoring a Fall Market, dates for ten weeks beginning on October 4 and concluding December 13.  Prices for booth spaces will go up and prices will be tiered depending on if we provide tents or not.   We plan to continue to hire Lorraine and Bryan Richardson and one other person to assist with tent set up.  A presentation will be made to the WCA Board at the earliest time possible to request funds.  We will request to be placed on the agenda of the August 13th WCA board meeting.

G. Yard of the Month

Franklin reported that pictures of the two previous yard of the month winners (Valerie Silva and Violet Hargrove) will be in the August magazine.  Franklin reviewed the process and who was responsible for the next few months.

H. Election Committee Jim

Jim reported that the committee recommended that the Village Association elections not be altered. It was reported that there may be a state law that does not allow non governmental and governmental election to use the same ballot or be held in the same meeting.  The GMVA Board requested that The WCA directors make it known that the GMVA would like to have its election on the same day as the Township elections and the in the same building if possible, when this is discussed at the WCA meeting.
