Sheriff’s Report

Corporal Russell reported that Burglaries of unoccupied vehicles have increased significantly in Grogan’s Mill last month. In all instances, the cars were unlocked.  This is a crime of opportunity that can be avoided by locking cars at all times, even if they are in a resident’s driveway.

Parks and Recreation

Chris Nunes gave an update on Sawmill Park. At the conclusion of the June 24th Park Watch Meeting held at Sawmill Park, the Parks and Recreation Department, in conjunction with other Community Association of The Woodlands Departments, worked to address the following issues: safety and security, especially on Sunday afternoon/evening, signage, trimming and pruning selected areas, and inspection of light timers.

Most if not all of the park maintenance items were rectified in the first two weeks after the meeting.  In regards to the safety and security of the park and park visitors we worked with our Park Rangers and Montgomery County Sheriffs Deputies to increase patrols.  Patrols were made at higher frequencies than an average village park with special attention being paid to Sunday afternoon and evening.  In addition, several staff members visited the park on the weekends to gather information on how the park was being used.  Overall, these patrols revealed normal or typical park use, with no outstanding park policy violations.  For the next few months we shall continue higher than normal Park Ranger patrols, especially on Sunday to monitor this situation.  Parks and recreation department have allocated special funds for extra deputies seven times a week.  Sawmill Park is on the hot spot list.

If there are every any questions or if there is any way that the Parks and Recreation Department can be of assistance please do not hesitate to contact us.  If residents identify issues at the park, they can call 281-210-3900.  This number is answered 24/7.

Mr. Nunes reported that the Grogan’s Mill sign at High Oaks is in a package with three other signs.  They have been having difficulty with the contractor. They are w working through process to select another vendor, but signage is a specialty area.  The department is following up routinely with this vendor.

Pooper Scooper program

The department is going forward with program. Problems identified include kids pulling out the bags.

Larry Faith Flea Market

Larry reported that the Flea Market will be held October 11 at the Marriott and Pavilion parking garage from 7-11.  Volunteers are needed.  One hundred twenty five booths have been sold, fifty to residents and seventy five to non residents.  Virginia will coordinate the volunteers from GMVA.
