	Chris highlighted the following:

The pathway improvement project is underway. Seventy thousand feet of pathway will be removed and replaced.  Pathways near schools will have priority. 

New Wheel friendly equipment is being installed at Tamarac Park.

Virginia asked about the cost of the equipment and the accident rate.

Chris responded the equipment will cost $65,000; there has not been an accident reported in over a year.

The pool season is going well. There has been an increase in the sale of pool passes. Pat asked about the status of compliant drains in the pools.

 Chris responded all drains in the pools were replaced and is compliant. 

Riva Row Boat House has exceeded projections.  There are approximately 180 kayak rentals a week.

The sidewalk at Lamar Elementary School is scheduled to be finished by the opening of school.  There is still an engineering issue to be resolved. 

Bruce asked about the status of the bridge between Grogan’s Point and North Millbend

Chris responded that the bridge on the pathway between Grogan’s Point and North Millbend is scheduled for repair.  The long bridge over Sawdust is in need of repair and a long term solution for this bridge is being sought by the Parks Department

	Sgt. Fitzgerald reported that summer there has been an increase in criminal activity since the closing of school. Two groups of robbers have been apprehended and property stolen from homes has been returned.
