	Law Enforcement Presentation

Steve Sumner, Director of Law Enforcement and Transportation and Neighborhood Services, The Woodlands Township
	Steve reviewed his long career in law enforcement in Montgomery County and California.  In addition to his position at The Township, he teaches Criminal Justice at Lone Star College. Steve reported that he and his department will be the communication channel between the residents and the sheriff’s department.

A Citizens Advisory Council for Law Enforcement was approved by the Woodlands Township board, January 27th.  A representative from each Village will be a member of the Council. Mr. Sumner reviewed the new plan for law enforcement. There will be an increase in deputies from 55 to 84. Each Village will be an independent zone.  Each village will have a lead officer responsible to that village.  There will be 2 deputies assigned to each village.  There will be additional deputies to patrol residential areas from 10 p.m. to 6 a.m.  There will be additional deputies in Town Center and Village Centers.  Mr. Sumner discussed the recent carjacking and gave the following advice.  If you think you are being followed, make several u turns to confirm that you are being followed, then drive to a police station, fire station or any place where  there are people,
