Grogan’s Mill Village Association Meeting

Wal-Mart on Sawdust Road

We have been in touch with Wal-mart regarding the plans for a new building on the site of the Church of Christ, on Sawdust Road. It is a 32-acre plot. They say their plans are still in preliminary stage and they are not ready to talk about details. The GMVA has asked them to put up a noise wall or provide a green belt to protect the homes in High Oaks. We will be meeting with officials from the store in the near future to discuss what can be done. We will be asking the Woodlands Community Association to work with them as well.

The Woodlands Athletic Club (WAC) will close in mid to late 2008 

The WAC has sent a letter to it members advising them that after the new natatorium is built for the high school and a new sport club facility at the East Course (formerly the TPC) they will be phasing out all programs at the WAC. This property is controlled by the Woodlands Development Company and there is speculation that it will be used for the construction of apartments and condominiums. They have also announced that they are looking at a possible relocation of the tennis courts at the Country Club. 

Grogan’s Mill Shopping Center 

The GMVA is working with the stores in the GMV shopping center to establish a merchants association as a first step in revitalizing the center. The GMVA is offering a $25 gift certificate to any store in the GMV center for the person who submits the best idea for improving the center. Since we cannot control expenses by individual stores or the landlord, suggestions should be made about activities that could be held there that would increase traffic to the center, signage, and other things that would make it a more attractive place to visit. Winners will be announced in a future newsletter.

Traffic Lights on Grogan's Mill Road 

Commissioner Ed Chance has told the GMVA that he is aware of the problems on Grogan’s Mill Road. To fix the situation now would cost $12,000 at each intersection. He is planning a total upgrade of the GM and Lake Woodlands Drive signaling with a federal grant he has received. The upgrade will begin in September and things should be corrected after that. Please be patient and don’t run those lights.

Barking Dogs

When you’re trying to go to sleep, or put your baby down for a nap, it is an irritation to have a barking dog disturb your peace. Legally there is nothing you, we, or anyone else in local government can do. There are no laws that provide relief from barking dogs in The Woodlands or Montgomery County.

There are devices that can help you train your dog. These devices are based on the conditional reflexes that were studied by the Russian scientist Ivan Pavlov. When the dog barks either a mild shock or a high-pitched sound, not audible to the human ear, is transmitted. It stops when the dog stops barking.
